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Cornish Language Policy 

1. Introduction 

Falmouth Town Council recognizes Cornish (Kernewek) as a vital part of Cornwall’s cultural heritage 
and identity. This policy sets out our commitment to supporting, promoting, and where possible 
using the Cornish language in our work. 

2. Aims of the Policy 

• To show respect for Cornwall’s cultural and linguistic heritage. 

• To raise awareness of the Cornish language. 

• To encourage the use of Cornish in appropriate contexts. 

• To provide opportunities for staff, members, and the community to engage with Cornish. 

3. Scope 

This policy applies to: 

• Staff and volunteers 

• Publications, signage, and communications 

• Public events and activities 

• External and internal correspondence (where relevant) 

4. Commitments 

4.1 Communications 

• Where appropriate, bilingual (Cornish-English) signage will be used. For permanent and 
temporary signage provision as appropriate. 

• Greetings and phrases in Cornish (e.g., Dydh da, Meur ras) may be included in letters, emails, 
or public announcements. 

4.2 Publications and Materials and Signage 

• Cornish may be included in brochures, websites, and social media posts. 

• Efforts will be made to ensure accuracy and consistency, using resources such as the 
Standard Written Form (SWF). 

4.3 Staff and Training 

• Staff and volunteers will be encouraged to learn basic Cornish greetings and phrases. 

• Where possible, training opportunities and learning resources will be signposted. 

4.4 Public Engagement 

• Take part in Speak Cornish Week annually. 

• Events may include Cornish elements (songs, announcements, printed materials). 

• Efforts will be made to collaborate with Cornish language organizations to support cultural 
events. 
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Cornish Language Policy 

• Promote Cornish language and culture through the Council’s Cultural Services provision. 

4.5 Champion 

• Create a Councillor Champion role for Cornish Culture. 

• Seek an employee Champion role for Cornish Culture. 

5. Responsibilities 

• Management/Committee: oversee implementation of the policy. 

• Staff and Volunteers: apply the policy in their work. 

• Language Champions (if appointed): support with translations, advice, and promotion. 

6. Monitoring and Review 

• The policy will be reviewed every 4 years. 

• Feedback received from staff, members, and the public will be considered. 

• Progress will be measured by increased visibility and use of Cornish. 

7. Resources and Support 

Falmouth Town Council will draw upon available resources including: 

• Akademi Kernewek (official body for Cornish language) 

• Cornwall Council translation service. 

• Online dictionaries, learning apps, and phrase guides. 

• Local Cornish language tutors and community groups 

8. Approval 

This policy was approved by Council on 15th September 2025. 
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COUNCIL TAX CASE STUDIES 

Gina is a vulnerable client of Citizens Advice Cornwall and has £7,000 worth of 
priority debts for council tax, rent and electricity. 

She is claiming Universal Credit and has struggled with previous payment 
arrangements, letters and forms and had difficulty explaining her situations 
because of language barriers and mental health problems. 

She owes £2,600 for council tax arrears and bailiff fees. Bailiffs entered her home 
and she signed an agreement to pay £227-a-month but she couldn’t afford this. 
When the bailiffs visited again they asked for £600-a-month. 

When Gina visited Citizens Advice, we used an interpretation service to talk to her 
and translate letters from the bailiffs for her. 

Our adviser said: “The bailiff refuses to provide an interpreter when Gina tries to 
call them. She struggles with English and has poor mental health. 

“She is vulnerable and not providing an interpreter has made the situation worse 
and doesn’t help the bailiffs negotiate a payment plan. We are not sure if she 
understood the implications of signing-up to the original payment plan. 

“Gina is very worried and stressed about another visit from the bailiffs. She is 
greatly distressed about her situation, her mental health has worsened and this 
is compounded by her limited English. 

“The most recent letter sent by the bailiffs talks about possible committal 
proceedings, prison for up to 90 days and further costs which has made her 
condition even worse.”  
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Jenny has mental health conditions and has young children at home. 

She has Council Tax arrears of around £3,000 and bailiff fees of £920 and a 
number of other debts. Despite contact from Citizens Advice, the bailiffs refused 
to recall the debt while our adviser worked on her issues. 

Jenny is described by our adviser as “extremely anxious” and has not opened her 
mail for some time. She is unable to provide a figure for the total amounts she 
owes different creditors – this is not an uncommon situation for people with large 
debts. 

Although she has no rent arrears, her home lacks essentials such as carpets and 
beds and she uses the local foodbank. 

This is an example where the council could allow debtors the option of getting 
debt advice before recovery action is taken. 

Jim was reliant on benefits since leaving work in 2018 because of a health issue. 
He was paying full Council Tax and despite several conversations with the council, 
he wasn’t given the option of claiming Council Tax Support. 

Since coming to Citizens Advice and being told about CTS, he has successfully 
applied and his debt has been wiped.

Guidance Note 
Community Highways Improvement Programme 
2026-2029 

1. Introduction 

1.1. Since 2018, Community Area Partnerships - CAPs (and their predecessors Community 
Network Panels - CNPs) have each received a share of £1m per annum of Local 
Transport Plan funding to deliver local highway improvement schemes. 

1.2. To date the programme has successfully delivered over 800 local schemes which help 
to meet the Local Transport Plan objectives. 

1.3. The Portfolio Holder for Transport has reviewed this programme and this updated 
guidance sets out the budget and procedures for the programme for 2026-2029. 

2. Budget 

2.1. The funding of £1m per year for the period 1 April 2026 to 31 March 2029 has been 
distributed across CAPs using a formula which takes into consideration both the 
population of the area and the road length. The annual allocation to each CAP area 
is shown in the table below. 

Community Area Partnership Annual Allocation 
2026/27 to 2028/29 

Camel Valley £97,538 

China Clay Area and Luxulyan £47,320 

Cornwall South £75,189 

Falmouth and Penryn £60,176 

North Cornwall £65,805

2.2. A further £50,000 per year has been set aside to cover the cost of assessing 
expressions of interest and any other unexpected costs. 

2.3. CAPs can offer up match funding to increase the funding available (e.g. Town/Parish 
Councils may wish to make contributions to local schemes). The budget can be split 
between multiple schemes within a CAP or amalgamated towards a larger scheme. 

2.4. Allocations should be spent within the financial year, unless approval has been 
granted by Cornwall Council’s Highway Asset Manager to roll forward or bring 
forward future funding. This is to ensure that the programme is deliverable within the 
capacity of the Highways team. Where funding for multiple years is combined, it 
should be noted that delivery may not possible until later in the programme period. 

2.5. Cornwall Council can recover VAT on purchases; this includes highways 
improvements. Scheme costs are therefore net of VAT. 

3. Eligible schemes 
3.1. The funding is top sliced from Local Transport Plan (LTP) funding allocated to Cornwall 

Council by central government. Local authorities have a statutory duty to prepare and 
implement a Local Transport Plan (LTP) under the Transport Act 2000. The funding 
should therefore be used to deliver the goals of the Cornwall Transport Plan (latest 
version approved by full Council in April 2022): 

• Tackle Climate Change - Respond to the challenges of climate change by ensuring 
we have a resilient, carbon neutral transport network, and we support 
communities to live locally. 
This can include schemes that support walking, cycling and public transport, 
reducing the need to travel or switching to electric or cleaner fuels. 

• Support economic prosperity by improving sustainable transport links for 
business and access to employment, education and training. 
Suitable schemes include those that improve sustainable transport access to 
shops, education, tourism and business activities. This can be for customers or 
deliveries. 

• Respect and enhance the beautiful natural and historic environment through 
the way in which we travel and deliver transport. 

Suitable schemes include those that deliver a town and village street scene that 
respects our Cornwall heritage and culture, provides a safe, accessible, and 
attractive place for residents whilst substantially reducing environmental harm 
from vehicle operations including air pollution. Transport schemes that support 
nature recovery can be included. 

• Support healthy active lifestyles and wellbeing by providing the right facilities and 
environment for walking and cycling to become the natural choice for local trips 
Improvements to make walking and cycling easier and safer will be supported. 
Measures identified in the Healthy Streets tool can be considered. Schemes that 
improve access to the environment for more people, especially those who 
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currently have limited access e.g., children, people with disabilities, can also be 
considered. 

• Support community and road safety - Ensure our communities are safer and more 
enjoyable places to live by reducing the negative impacts of transport. 
Suitable schemes include those that reduce speeds or traffic volumes (e.g. village 
gateways or vehicle activated signs -see guidance note for more information) or 
reduce anti-social behaviour and the fear of crime whilst travelling. Physical 
measures to support existing 20mph routes may be considered. 

• Provide equal opportunities for everyone, regardless of age, postcode, income 
level or ability; to access the services they need and to have a say on transport 
solutions in their communities. 
Suitable schemes include those which particularly benefit people with limited 
transport options due to geography, disability, age or affordability. 

3.2. Extent: Improvements to any part of the highway network (e.g. carriageway, verge, 
footway) qualify (i.e., A, B, C and Uclass roads, excluding trunk roads). 
Improvements to public rights of way (PROW) may be considered where the 
proposal improves everyday access and connectivity linked to the goals listed above. 

3.3. Funding cannot be used for the following: 

• Schemes involving purchase of third party land as these have resulted in 
significant delay and cost in previous programmes. 

• Schemes including on-street parking restrictions (often yellow lines) in 
isolation. On-street parking restrictions work best when they free up road 
space to improve access for public transport or visibility for pedestrians 
crossing or vehicles at junctions. It should be noted that parked cars can help 
keep vehicles speeds down and removing them may make a road less safe for 
vulnerable users. Yellow lines are best delivered as part of a wider package 
rather than for small changes such as protecting access to individual 
properties, as they can be expensive in isolation, due to legal costs for the 
required Traffic Regulation Order (TRO). 

• Schemes which significantly harm nature. To support delivery of the Nature 
Recovery Strategy, schemes should be designed to avoid harm to nature, 
enhance biodiversity, and contribute positively to nature recovery by 
integrating green infrastructure, protecting habitats, and supporting ecological 
connectivity. 

• Feasibility studies, as these do not always offer value for money; option 
appraisals will be considered however, if they can clearly define the problem 
and location. 

• Residents’ Parking schemes (and related feasibility studies) are not eligible 
due to the need for these schemes to be considered on a strategic rather than 
local basis. These schemes are often complex in nature, cost more than the 
available budget and can result in delay in the delivery of the programme. 

• Off Street Parking (as this is not on the Highway) 
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• Drainage improvements – these are included within the Council’s capital 
maintenance programme 

• Relining of white or yellow lines - this is funded from the Highways 
maintenance budget. Areas of concern should be identified by reporting this 
online Report a problem with a road or pavement - Cornwall Council or via the 
Highways & Environment Manager. 

3.4. Examples of good practice from previous programmes are attached as Appendix 1. 

3.5. A wider Local Transport Plan programme delivers a mixture of strategic programmes 
and larger schemes, which are prioritised against the LTP goals. Community Area 
Partnership (CAPs) can nominate schemes for this programme and they will be 
assessed against the prioritisation criteria set out in the LTP, although need always 
exceeds funding so there is a long list of unfunded schemes. More significant, 
strategic schemes are often funded via separate government funds. 

3.6. The Council also has a separate government funded highway maintenance 
programme, so Community Highways Improvement Programme funding cannot be 
used to meet this need. 

4. Scheme identification, prioritisation and approval process 

4.1. The process to request schemes to be included in the programme is set out in the 
diagram below. Dates are included for the first round of EOIs. Further rounds of EOIs 
will be launched in early autumn 2026 and 2027. The CAPs will generate ideas for and 
bring forward EoIs. The Cornwall Councillors in each CAP will make the final decision 
on which EoIs will be developed and costed. Once this has taken place, they will make 
a final recommendation on the allocation of funding to schemes, for final sign-off by 
Cornwall Council.

4.2. Expressions of Interest (EOIs): Scheme nominations must be submitted by the 
deadline through an online Expression of Interest form available on the Council’s 
Local Transport Plan webpage. These forms should reflect the issue/problem 
affecting the community not the proposed solution. Technical advice will be available 
from Cormac’s Highways Managers, supported by Cormac’s Designers, about 
potential solutions which reflect the concepts of the LTP and resolve the issues 
communicated. Only one EOI per Cornwall Councillor and one per parish/town 
council may be submitted per round of funding. 

4.3. Cornwall Councillors are encouraged to reach a consensus view at all stages where 
they are involved. Where the Chair/Vice-Chair of the CAP is a town/parish councillor, 
Cornwall Councillors are encouraged to invite them to their discussions on the EOIs. 
Cornwall Councillors will have the final decision on which schemes are recommended 
to proceed. 

4.4. Consultations 

4.4.1. The level of consultation will be dependent upon the impact the scheme may 
have on the highway network. Those requiring a Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) 
will have to follow the agreed statutory process. Please see Appendix 2 note 
on TROs for more detail. However, with the Cornwall Councillor and CAP both 
being aware of the agreed proposals at the outset this should shorten the time 
frame for the informal consultation and before formal consultation 
commences. 

4.4.2. Schemes will vary in complexity and as such their consultation phase may vary 
in length. It is therefore intended that clear timelines are agreed for each 
scheme upon commission and where these timelines are affected by increased 
complexity at consultation stage this is to be made clear as soon as possible to 
the Cornwall Councillor and CAP. 

4.4.3. For efficiency, where possible, approved schemes will be in one package per 
CAP, per EOI round, for the TRO procedures. This will enable economies of 
scale but could increase delivery times. Where a scheme within a TRO package 
increases in complexity, causing delay; so as not to prejudice the package 
delivery in a timely manner, the Highway Asset Manager will mitigate these 
circumstances by moving such schemes into the following year’s list of 
schemes. 

4.5. Design and delivery of schemes will be managed by Cormac on behalf of Cornwall 
Council. Value for money will be achieved by undertaking a single TRO consultation 
per CAP and packaging the schemes together. Cormac will also ensure that, where 
possible, synergies with other programmes such as planned maintenance are 
factored into construction programme leading to cost savings in areas such as Traffic 
Management by combining schemes. This will also have the benefit of reducing local 
disruption for communities affected by the works through effective programme 
management. The findings of an independent report on Cormac were generally 
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positive and showed that core business areas of Cormac are performing adequately 
and delivering value for money. The overall conclusion for the highway maintenance 
service is that Cormac are delivering good performance in national benchmarking and 
surveys but there is a need to improve local public perception 

4.6. Timescale for delivery: Implementation of works on the highway causes disruption 
to traffic flow. Therefore, the aim is to maximise efficiency and minimise disruption. 
Implementation will be linked to maintenance regimes if practicable. Timescales will 
therefore be variable but the aim is to complete delivery within 12 months of the 
completed project brief. 

4.7. A monitoring report will be submitted to CAPs each month setting out progress from 
formal consultation to scheme completion. 

5. Notes: 

5.1. This note and particularly any timescales are for guidance only and adjustments may 
need to be made to the programme as it is progressed. The deadlines introduced for 
the rounds of Community Highways Improvement Programme funding are to ensure 
that resource issues within Cormac can be planned to avoid, as far as possible, 
foreseeable time delays. Phasing over three years is therefore proposed. Early 
delivery of EOIs and decisions on budget allocations (within the timescale protocol) 
will significantly assist the delivery teams in programming the specialist resources 
available to these tasks. 

5.2. TRO enforcement can only commence once the necessary lines and signs are in place 
and the legal order is in place. If an area of new parking restriction falls into an existing 
priority enforcement route, it will be included in regular patrols by Civil Enforcement 
Officers. However, if the restrictions are in a location that is patrolled on an ad-hoc 
basis or in an area that does not have visits, it is very unlikely the area would receive 
regular patrols at present. Speed limits and other moving restrictions are enforced by 
the police and are prioritised on the basis of risk.

Examples of Best Practice 
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Pendeen 
School Road, Pendeen safety improvements – Enable safer crossing route between 
main housing estate and local primary school. Widened footway, installed a build 
out to slow traffic and help with crossing, reduced speed limit to 20mph for 
Pendeen with associated signing. Total cost = £42,000, including £10,000 from 20 
mph programme.

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Mylor 
Lemon Hill, Mylor – The aim was to improve pedestrian safety along Lemon Hill 
which had narrow lengths of pathway where pedestrians are unable to pass each 
other and access the shops safely. Following a feasibility study, a new footway was 
constructed, with a traffic build out to slow traffic. Parking bays to formalise 
existing parking and updated street lighting also enhanced the impact of the 
scheme. The cost was £36,000 with £11,000 contribution from Mylor Parish 
Council.

Information Classification: CONTROLLED 

Kerley Hill, Chacewater – The aim was to provide an improved informal crossing to 
facilitate safer passage from/to Trelawney Road/Kerley Vale, particularly for 
children walking to school. Following a feasibility study, the scheme installed a 
buildout at the crossing point to slow traffic and new waiting restrictions. The cost 
was £23,000 with a contribution of £1300 from Chacewater Parish Council.

Kings Hill, Bude – The aim was to improve safety for pedestrians crossing the road 
from the housing areas to the canal. A pedestrian refuge and realignment of the 
carriageway with new road markings narrowed the carriageway reducing speeds. 
Dropped kerbing with tactile surfacing (for visually impaired users) on either side of 
the road also improved accessibility for all users. The cost was £15,000.

In Station Road, Looe, parking on the footway led to several near misses 
with pedestrians. Cornish Crest bollards have been installed to prevent 
parking on the footway. The cost was £2300.

Old Ferry Road, Saltash. The aim was to improve pedestrian safety. This 
small scheme provided a connection between two footways on the shore 
side of the road with a virtual footway. Road lining was also repositioned.

Rundles Walk, St Blazey – The aim was to encourage more cycling and walking 
through improving a public right of way which connected to other multi use trails. 
The slippery path was resurfaced and upgraded, costing £22,000 including a £8,700 
contribution from the Local Transport Plan.

Trevanion Road, St Austell – the aim was to reduce speeding and therefore safety 
on a key transport route around the town. A vehicle activated sign was installed, 
costing £10,000.

Godolphin – The aim was to provide safe access to the primary school for pedestrians, 

particularly school children. Following a feasibility study, a new section of footpath was 

installed with new village name plates. The cost was £12,500.

Bishops School pedestrian crossing – The aim was to create a safer junction and 
pedestrian crossing facilities in the vicinity of the busy school. Following a feasibility 
study, a raised table was installed at the junction to slow traffic, replacing speed 
cushions further along the road. A crossing point was also installed and street 
lighting updated. The total cost was £62,500 with a contribution of £40,000 from 
the Local Transport Plan.

Appendix 2 - Briefing Note on Traffic Regulation Orders 

Highway Authorities have the legal power to introduce various traffic restrictions 
within their areas through the creation of Traffic Regulation Orders (TROs). These 
restrictions can include: 

• Waiting and loading restrictions 

• Speed limits 

• Access and moving restriction controls 

Such measures may be included in the Community Highways Improvement 
Programme (CHIP), provided they align with the broader objectives of the Local 
Transport Plan. However, residents’ parking schemes are not eligible for funding 
through this programme. 

All TROs must be justified by one or more of the following statutory reasons: 

• To avoid danger to road users 

• To prevent damage to the road or a buildings 

• To facilitate the safe and efficient movement of traffic including 
pedestrians 

• To prevent unsuitable traffic from using certain roads 

• To preserve the character or amenity of an area including improving air 
quality. 

In line with legal requirements, TROs are subject to a minimum 21 day public 
consultation. In Cornwall this process is usually managed by Cormac on behalf of 
Cornwall Council. 

Consultation notices are: 

• Displayed at the proposed site/s 

• Published in local newspapers 

• Made available online at: https://letstalk.cornwall.gov.uk/hub-page/transport 

Statutory bodies such as the Police and Fire Brigade are also notified. 
Anyone may support or object to the proposals by submitting written comments, 
online, by email or by post, within the consultation period. All consultation feedback 
is carefully reviewed by Cornwall Council before any decision is made on whether to 
implement the proposals in full or in part. 

A TRO scheme developed by a Community Area Partnership (CAP) could cover 
multiple locations and include a range of restriction types. Combining multiple 
measures into a single TRO scheme, offers efficiencies such as fewer site visits, a 
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single public notice covering all proposals and a streamlined consultation and 
delivery. 

When a package of TRO proposals is consulted upon at the same time, individual 
elements can be amended or removed before the Order/s are formally sealed. Not 
all proposals need to be supported to proceed. For example, if six waiting restrictions 
are proposed in a town, the outcome might be that three are implemented as 
advertised, one is modified, and two are withdrawn based on consultation feedback. 

Modifications are generally limited to making a restriction less severe, for instance, 
changing a ‘No Waiting At Any Time’ restriction to apply only during daytime hours. 

If an increase in restrictions is requested following consultation, a further 
consultation is usually required to ensure all affected parties are informed. This will 
add costs to the scheme, depending on the scale and extent of the changes. 

To achieve economies of scale, all Order/s within a TRO scheme need to be 
progressed at the same time same time. If delays occur with one or more elements, 
it is possible to progress the remaining proposals but this will incur additional costs. 

A TRO does not become legally enforceable until the Order/s are formally sealed. 
This must take place within two years of the consultation start date and only once all 
required signs and road markings have been installed. 

The typical consultation cost for a single waiting restriction is around £7000. While 
the consultation costs for other types of restrictions are generally similar, 
construction costs can vary considerably depending on the type and scale of the 
restrictions. As more locations and types of restrictions are included in a TRO 
scheme, overall costs will increase accordingly. 

The stages for a TRO are set out below

• Second Site Visit to erect site notices 

• Submit public notice/advertise in local press 

• Dealing with enquires /responses to consultation 

• Third site visit to remove site notices

1. Welcome, Introductions and Apologies for Absence 

The Chair opened the meeting and welcomed members. Cllr A Jewell Mayor of 
Falmouth welcomed members to the Town Council. 

Apologies were received from representatives of St Austell, Newquay, St Agnes, 

Launceston, Helston, St Just in Penwith, Callington, St Blaise, Perranzabuloe, Penryn 
and Carl Hearn NALC Super Councils representative. 

2. To receive a presentation from Adam Birchall, Head of Housing & Planning 
Policy - Update on the review of the Cornwall Local Plan and associated 

issues for local councils. 

Mr Birchall gave a presentation on the pressures on the planning system and work 

being undertaken in order to review the Local Plan. During discussion, the following 
points were noted : 

- That despite the number of consents, the building industry and markets could not 
deliver housing numbers at the same pace as permissions given. 

- Planning policies and consents needed to ensure that any new development 
delivers a place where people would be happy to live. 

- That transport infrastructure and connectivity varies across the county and the 
local plan will need to have flexibility. 

- The timeline for development of the new Local Plan is complex and cannot begin 

until the new regulations are published and a Planning Inspector has been 
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appointed. Cornwall Council will have 30 months to complete the consultation 
and drafting of the new plan, but there is a risk that the end of the timeline will 
coincide with the next round of local elections. 

- Opportunities for High Street accommodation development which did not require 
the significant investment in infrastructure required of greenfield sites. 

- The need for early warning of consultation events and the timing and venues for 
meetings. Members asked that the events were coordinated with the Town 
Councils to achieve a better engagement. Mr Birchall recognised that there may 

be a need to repeat some of the events. 
- That the Planning Partnership had a role to play in scrutiny of the consultation 

process if it was resourced by Cornwall Council. 

3. To agree and approve the minutes of the last meeting held on 17th July 2025. 

It was proposed by the Chair, seconded by Cllr Rotchell and resolved that the minutes 
of the meeting held on July 17th , 2025, were approved as a true record. 

4. Roundtable discussion on local council issues 

The Chair introduced the open session for members to discuss: 

a. Town & Parish Council influence in the direction of tourism and 

marketing following the dissolution of Visit Cornwall 
Members were disappointed that the organisation had closed, especially when 

tourism played such an important role in the economy of Cornwall. 

During discussion, the following points were raised : 

- Other organisations such as the Chambers of Commerce and Cornwall 

Council were looking for alternative options but there should not be a 
fragmentation to the promotion of tourism in Cornwall. 

- Visit England was the national co ordinating body for tourism and it would 
only engage with a local Visit Cornwall organisation. It would not work with 

private businesses, local authorities and other commercial organisations and 
so there was a need to rebuild a suitable replacement. 

- A previous tourism enquiry led by Cornwall Council, made a number of 
recommendations which should now be reintroduced. 

- Tourism in Cornwall covered not only the attractive areas but included the 
historical sites and culture. In addition, visitors stayed across Cornwall to 

travel to many of the key sites. 

- There are strong links between the development of Cornwall infrastructure 

and the new local plan and the tourist economy and there must be a forum 
where the links are made. 

- The Chair agreed to raise the concerns with the Leadership Board and also 
with C Cllr Sarah Preece Portfolio Holder who will be attending the CALC 

AGM. 

- CALC was asked to write to Cornwall Council to express its concerns, but 

there was now an opportunity for something better. It was agreed that a 
new organisation could address problems with previously models and links to 
the other strategic policies of the Cornwall Council. 
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2026/27. It was agreed that it would be useful to have a report on the impact 

of the second homes collection rates and analysis of the new data. Members 
also requested early notification of the Council Tax Base and Band D 
information. 

It was confirmed that Cornwall Council had agreed to provide a financial briefing 

to members on November 18th where it was hoped much of this would be 
available. 

5. To agree the date and time of the next meeting and guest speakers. 
The date of the next meeting will be Thursday January 22nd , 2026; offers to host 
were received from St Ives and Truro.

b. May elections political challenges and training needs. 

The following points were noted : 

- There was significant concern that the documentation and format of applying 
for election had put off people considering standing. It was agreed that

His 
presence and support was much appreciated. We had planned to show a Fairtrade Film but unfortunately, the equipment provided by 
the town council didn't have the correct connector for the laptop we had with us. The tea party included a quiz, a 'Guess the number' 
game and a lucky ticket draw. The FT prizes were donated by the COOP in Boslowick. 
b) Falmouth University 
We joined up with Mike Hooper COOP Community Engagement) who was very keen to engage with the students at Penryn campus 
& Falmouth campus. Mike came along with FT chocolate for tastings, and a 'give away' of tote bags, recyclable cups, FT recipe 
cards and much more, all donated by the COOP. On the Fairtrade stall, we had a display of FT goods at affordable prices to 
demonstrate to students that even on a tight budget FT is possible when you buy own brands from local stores. There was also an 
opportunity to sign a FT petition and take part in a 'Guess the number' game.

Workshop (32nd Regiment of Foot) at Falmouth Poly in 2026. 

It was proposed by Councillor Carmichael, seconded by Councillor Howes and 

RESOLVED that pursuant to section 145 of the Local Government Act 
1972, Falmouth Book Festival be granted funding as required to provide 
£950 towards running the 2025 event, to include the Town Team event 
budget (£500) and individual councillors committed community chest 
funding. 

It was proposed by Councillor Carmichael, seconded by Councillor Evans and 

RESOLVED that a grant application by Sam Bradbury Art be refused. 

A motion by Councillor Robinson, seconded by Councillor Holbrook that pursuant to 
section 1 of the Localism Act 2011, Sam Bradbury Art be awarded £300 towards providing 
monthly art club for home educated children at Princess Pavilion was lost. 

It was proposed by Councillor Carmichael, seconded by Councillor Howes and 

RESOLVED that a grant application by Saving Our Sarah be refused. 
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The letter of thanks from the Falmouth Poetry Club for grant award was noted. The 
2025/26 grants schedule and community grants schedule were duly noted, and the Chair 
requested Councillors to expeditiously allocate any remaining community chest funding. 

It was proposed by Councillor Robinson, seconded by Councillor Evans and 

RESOLVED that the policy and funding application process for the 
Educational Charity Grants be approved as attached. The balance was 
£19,000 and applications could be considered from the providers of 
services for excluded children. 

Councillor Konik now entered the meeting. 

F7074   PROJECTS 
The Committee noted the following project updates: 

Passmore Edwards - Municipal Buildings 
Town Regeneration and Improvement Programme (Cornwall) (TRIP) funding had enabled 
the appointment of architects to design the phase 2 and 3 works. Those designs would be 
worked up by the end of 2025 for the Museum Estates and Development Fund (MEND) 
Round 5 application, that would require a Joint Contracts Tribunal (JCT) standard contract 
specification contract to be prepared. 

Tranche 4 Devolution – Devo4 
The Council had confirmed its request for asset and service transfers to Cornwall Council, 
and that list had been circulated to councillors. Given the size and complexity of the 
request it may require phased delivery. The Town Clerk responded to councillors’ 
questions and reported on several matters that may be progressed outside of Devo4 for 
expediency. 

F7075  YEAR END FORECAST AS AT 30TH SEPTEMBER 2025 
The Responsible Financial Officer reported upon forecast and the 2026/27 budget 
aspiration for services, managers had been instructed to consider areas for efficiency and 
budgetary savings. She responded to questions regarding BT leased lines and fibre 
provision, IT maintenance and new services, earmarked reserves, and second homes levy. 
The Town Clerk advised that service managers had been requested to review succession 
and resilience within staff teams. 

It was proposed by Councillor Evans, seconded by Councillor Pearce and 

RESOLVED that the report and year end forecast be noted and approved.

The Responsible Financial Officer responded to Councillor questions.

GUIDELINES AND ACCOMPANYING NOTES 

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY BEFORE COMPLETING THE APPLICATION FORM 

1. Applications will be considered on a rolling basis for financial assistance of up to 
£500 towards a project or activity organised by education providers and which 
relates to the provision of activity designed to support the educational 
development of young people of Falmouth. 

Eligible organisations include: 
• Primary Schools 
• Secondary Schools 
• Multi-Academy Trust sites within Falmouth 
• Further education providers e.g. sixth form colleges 

Ineligible organisations include: 
• Individuals including Freelance education facilitators 
• Private Early-Years settings e.g. nurseries and playgroups 
• Home education networks 
• Independent extra-curricular activity providers 
• Higher education providers e.g. universities 

Costs or activities eligible for funding include: 
• Activities or projects which have not already started 
• Transport to enable pupils to travel for school trips 
• Supporting costs for residential trips, including enabling disadvantaged pupils to 

attend 
• Improvement works to a school site e.g. procurement of equipment 
• Pupil-led projects 
• Purchase of resources for a time-limited project 
• Match-funding for a larger project which meets the eligibility criteria 

Costs or activities ineligible for funding include: 
• Retrospective activity i.e. projects which are already underway 
• Core costs e.g. salaries, utilities, catering, general running costs 
• Reinflation of reserves 
• Projects which involve the promotion of religion or political parties 

2. Funding can be provided for the full cost of the activity, although applicants should 
attempt to meet and evidence some fundraising from other sources if needed. 
Applicants are also encouraged to request match funding amounts from this grant. 

3. Applications will only be considered from organisations operating within the Town 
electoral boundaries. 

4. The Council reserves the right to withhold, withdraw or recover the grant if the 
operation for which the grant is awarded ceases, its aims and objectives vary to the 
extent that the application would not have been eligible for consideration at the time 
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of the application, or the funds are not used for the purposes stated in the 
application. A second copy of the letter offering a grant will be sent to the successful 
applicant setting out the terms and conditions under which the grant will be awarded. 
This second copy will be returned to the Responsible Finance Officer signed by the 
successful applicant to indicate acceptance of the terms and conditions before the 
funds awarded can be paid. 

5. Approval of Funding will be by both 1. A Ward Councillor and 2. The Chair of 
Finance and General Purposes Committee (F&GP) – awards will then be reported to 
the F&GP Committee at its next scheduled meeting. 

6. Where an organisation receives a grant it shall be on condition that members of 
the Council may visit its premises if appropriate and with adequate notice. 

7. Payment of a grant is made in arrears and needs to be claimed through submission 
of a brief end-of project report (max 250 words) and an invoice.  This will normally 
need to be done by 31st March following the date of the award being made, unless 
written application for an extension is made to the Responsible Finance Officer in 
good time before this date. 

8. Where a grant for £501 or more is requested then applications will need to go to 
the F&GP Committee for approval. 

9. Grantees in receipt of Town Council funding must acknowledge the grant on any 
promotional or publicity material which references the funded activity. Guidelines on 
use of logos and credit lines will be provided to successful recipients. 

10. Organisations should only make one grant application per activity per financial 
year. 
Note Grant applications made more frequently than once a year must be accompanied 
by a Special Circumstances Form and considered by the Mayor, Deputy Mayor, Chair 
and Vice-Chair of the Finance and General Purposes Meeting prior to committee 
consideration. You should be cognisant that if the Council does not recognise the 
Special Circumstances then the grant will be rejected and the Council will not consider 
a subsequent application for three years. 

11. Applications should be made using the online form on our website. Applications 
will be rejected if not completed or are contrary to the above stipulations. If you are 
unsure as to requirements or require the application in an alternative format, 
please contact Ruth Thomas, Responsible Finance Officer, on 01326 315559 or 
ruththomas@falmouthtowncouncil.com.

F7084   PROJECTS 
The Committee noted the following project updates: 

Passmore Edwards - Municipal Buildings 
The Museum Estates and Development Fund (MEND) Round 5 application had been 
rejected. Town Regeneration and Improvement Programme (Cornwall) (TRIP) funding had 
enabled the appointment of architects to design the phase 2 and 3 works. Councillors 
would engage with and inform that work. And this would continue in preparation of future 
external funding opportunities. It was agreed that the re-development remained a priority 
for the Council and that earmarked match funding reserves should continue to be created 
for 2026/27. 

Tranche 4 Devolution – Devo4 
The Council had confirmed its request for asset and service transfers to Cornwall Council, 
and that list had been circulated to councillors. This was being considered by Cornwall 
Council. And given the size and complexity of the request it may require phased delivery. 
The Town Clerk responded to councillors’ questions and reported on several matters that 
may be progressed outside of Devo4 for expediency and considered later in the meeting. 

F7085  STANDARDS AND CONDUCT FRAMEWORK 
The Town Clerk reported the Government’s intention to legislate a whole system of reform 
to the current standards and conduct framework for elected members; this was welcomed 
and included the requested amendments by the Town Council. This was noted. 

F7086   INTERIM INTERNAL AUDIT REPORT 
It was proposed by Councillor Robinson, seconded by Councillor Howes and 

RESOLVED that the Internal Auditor’s Interim Report be received and it 
was noted that there were no recommendations for action. 

F7087   EXTERNAL AUDIT 
It was duly noted that the external audit report was still outstanding. 

F7088   DRAFT BUDGET 
The Chair referred to the recent councillor budget sessions and the various draft budget 
options that had been prepared for consideration. This included the service managers and 
service committees’ recommendations. He thanked the Responsible Financial Officer for 
her efforts and noted that she had worked with service managers to create cost efficiencies 
and savings where possible. The Committee needed to consider setting its draft budget for 
the Council to endorse and set the precept on 8th December 2025. The precept (the level of 
local tax) needed to be notified to Cornwall Council by 31st December 2025. 

The Town Clerk reported the precept notification request and tax base information, as well 
as the Government’s commitment not to set referendum cap limits to local precept setting 
for three years. This was to enable local growth and improvement of services where 
appropriate and to reflect the growing roles of town and parish councils in those areas that 
experienced unitary local government reform changes. 

The Responsible Financial Officer ran through the various options, and recommended that 
the options (2, 3, and 4) that relied on the use of the Second-Homes Levy to offset precept, 
and those options that did not meet the Auditor requirement to replenish general fund 
reserve levels, be not pursued. She responded to councillor questions and queries thereon. 
A full debate ensued.

Remembrance 

At the time of preparing this report Remembrance is yet to take place but it is all planned in 
as we always host a large turnout which is brilliant in the park. 

Falmouth International Sea Shanty Festival 

Planning has already started for this and much more information will be available on future 
reports next year. The reason I have included now is in case you speak to anyone who has 
available space for parking.

Falmouth has a strong identity as a creative town with a vibrant cultural ecosystem, 
including established arts institutions, galleries, festivals, and a dynamic local 
community. The town’s maritime heritage, academic presence, and creative industries 
sector contribute to a distinctive story that could be highlighted nationally through the 
Town of Culture programme. 

A successful bid could: 

• Showcase Falmouth as a creative hub on a national stage. 
• Strengthen local cultural infrastructure and long-term community engagement. 
• Attract visitors and investment, boosting the local economy. 
• Provide a platform for local artists, businesses, and community groups to 

collaborate on a year-long cultural programme. 

Anticipated Workload: 
While the Expressions of Interest (EOI) are not yet open, in reviewing the paperwork for 
the UK City of Culture bids, I would surmise that even the EOI stage requires significant 
input: 

• A six-page written submission covering vision, leadership, transformative 
impact, community collaboration, and deliverability. 

• Consultation with local partners, community groups, and stakeholders to shape 
the bid narrative. 

• Collation of data on local cultural infrastructure, social and economic impact 
projections, and alignment with regional plans. 

• A clear plan on WHAT Falmouth would deliver and HOW. 
• Editing and quality assurance to ensure consistency of tone and compliance 

with guidance. 

This work is substantial and will require dedicated time from multiple contributors. 
Based on similar city bids, the preparation of a credible EOI could involve several 
weeks/months of coordinated effort. 

Proposed Next Steps: 

1. Establish a Working Group - Comprising representatives from Falmouth Town 
Council, Falmouth BID, cultural institutions, and community stakeholders. 
Please note the university has also expressed an interest in working on the bid. 
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2. Define Roles and Responsibilities - Identify which parts of the application each 
group or individual will lead, with one appointed lead to oversee coherence and 
ensure consistent tone. My advice would be to keep the bid team relatively tight, 
with a wider brainstorming and reviewing team, to ensure it progresses in a 
timely way. 

3. Explore Professional Support - Consider engaging a professional bid writer to 
strengthen submission quality and save internal resource. (However, this is 
likely to be a significant cost, estimated at least £1-2k, and will still require team 
input) 

4. Set Timeline - Map out a project management gantt chart to highlight key dates 
and deadlines for draft submissions, stakeholder feedback, and final editing to 
ensure readiness once EOIs open. 

5. Resource Planning - Assess staff availability and external support required to 
complete the bid within the expected timeframe. 

Recommendation: 
Given Falmouth’s creative profile and potential benefits, pursuing a Town of Culture bid 
is strategically worthwhile and hopefully financially beneficial. My recommendation 
would be to create a working group ASAP with a view to having an initial meeting pre 
Christmas with a clear agenda of establishing roles and responsibilities.

• The Library works to relocate the children’s section has been a great success and thanks go 

to the library team for supporting the move. 
• Gallery and Library attendance was fair over the summer, although it dropped off over the 

holidays due to the good weather. This is consistent with data from other museum and 
library sites around Cornwall. 
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• The library’s Summer Reading Challenge was successful once again in encouraging young 
people to keep reading over the summer. 484 children signed up, of which 62 were newly 
joining the library, and 320 who completed the whole challenge. 

• Congratulations have gone to the library’s manager, who this month (October) marked 30 
years of working with Falmouth Library. 

• A new library assistant took up their role at the start of October, with a particular focus on 
supporting the Library Manager with engagement, alongside their ordinary duties. 

• Funding was secured from the Cornwall Council Town Regeneration and Investment 
Programme (TRIP) to commission architects to produce designs for the Municipal Building. 
Wignall & Moore were selected through FTC’s tendering process and are undertaking initial 
consultation to inform a draft scheme. 

• The Gallery organised its Fun Palaces event on Saturday 18th October, welcoming over 200 
people to activities and workshops all around the building. 

• The Gallery Director and a volunteer attended Ertach Kernow’s Heritage Expo at Pendennis 
Castle on 4th October, and engagement staff attended the University’s wellbeing and 
inclusion fair on 8th October. 

• The Gallery’s online shop is now live, currently with three artists represented and more 
planned.

Facilities Manager Update: 

1. Public Convenience Provision and Management Review 

This report details the current arrangements and costs associated with the delivery of 
services to FTC toilets together with good practice peer feedback and future operational 
improvements. 

Current situation: 
The council has responsibility for 8 No facilities as follows: 

• Grove Place : 8 x female/4 x male cubicles/1 x urinal/1 x baby change/1 x 
disabled/1 x changing places 

• Prince of Wales Pier : 7 x female/4 x male cubicles/1 x baby change/1 x 
disabled. 

• Castle Beach : 3 x female/2 x male cubicles / 1x urinal 
• Gyllyngvase Beach : 10 x unisex cubicles/1 x disabled 
• Maenporth Beach : 3 x female/2 x male cubicles / 1 x urinal 
• Swanpool Beach : 3 x female/2 x male cubicles/1 x disabled /1 urinal 
• Kimberley Park : 3 x unisex cubicles/ 1 x disabled 
• Webber Street : 5 x female/1 x male/1 x urinal/1 x disabled (reduced access 

for events and traders only. Facility pending redevelopment with municipal 
building) 
Devo4 will formalise the tenure of the facilities and see FTC assuming the 
freehold of all units. 

Maintenance Expenditure 2025/26 (forecast) £229k inc labour costs. 

Operational delivery: 
Building compliance and day to day repairs are undertaken by the in house 
maintenance team.(2 x FTE maintenance operatives / circa 2 days per week) Drainage 
blockages and maintenance of wallgate washroom appliances are sub contracted. 
Cleaning provision is also sub contracted and delivered on a service schedule which 
includes lockup, callback and hygiene waste collection. 
Operational challenges: 
The following key areas continue to affect the delivery of services primarily in peak 
season periods as follows: 
Age of building facility and service pipework which presents repair and decoration 
challenges in terms of maintaining accessible services in line with public expectations. 
It is clear that the building services infrastructure was never designed for the current 
footfall and year round related activities which rely upon public toilet provision. 
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Anti Social Behaviour frequently presents significant operational and budgetary 
pressures upon the Council. Frequent internal damage ranging from smashed 
sanitaryware, doors, locks, windows and deliberate blockages combine to stretch 
limited resources and restrict positive improvements throughout our asset base. 
Graffiti is a futher constant with additional mitigation works suppported by 
volunteers and when required specialist contractors in order to remove once 
identified. The safety risks of cleaning staff when locking up facilities in the evenings 
has also been recognised with numerous occasions where alcohol and drug related 
issues have required Police attendence with associated reporting processes. 
Comprehensive risk assessment and safe systems of work are implemented to 
support contractor operatives (lone working mitigation). 
Peer Service Review: 
Service feedback questionnaires were invited from 6 neighbouring councils in order 
to review current practice within the sector and establish a benchmark for ongoing 
and future delivery (Penzance, Camborne, Truro, Newquay, Hayle, & St Ives) 
Collective feedback identified a common thread of operational challenges and 
examples of practice as follows; 

• Cleaning delivery model – All sub contracted (as FTC) 
• Cleaning schedule – 2-3 visits per day / accessibility 08.00 – 19.00 seasonally 

adjusted (as FTC) 
• Service cost - £300k based upon 7 toilets – only one response 
• Payment System in place – 2 councils only / 40p & 50p per visit. 
• Maintenance team delivery – mix of in-house and contracted.(as FTC) 
• Single / unisex provision – mix of both / no negative feedback identified.(as 

FTC) 
Summary: 
Review of FTC arrangements identify a similar operational picture to peers within the 
sector. 
Service delivery strengths and good practice as follows; 

• Contracted cleaning delivery demonstrates reliable extensive resource which 
is able to respond to peak surges or medical issues within the facilities. 
Increasing footfall in the town and the related popularity of Falmouth as a 
destination requires a professional reactive resource. Customer feedback 
relating to this service remains positive. 

• Repair delivery undertaken by in house operatives ensures timely completion 
of defects and compliance issues. This resource ensures that historical 
knowledge of asset repairs is retained internally thus mitigating increased 
external contractor costs and delays. 

• Provision of services currently meets the needs of the community with 
positive feedback in key areas. Further review will be required in future to 
ensure there is adequate provision for legislative gender related 
requirements. 

• A non-charging strategy has historically been adopted by FTC and accepted 
by the community. A key contributory factor in FTC taking on local service 
delivery was a negative public reaction to the introduction of pay per use 
toilets. This strategy is common within the peer review with 2 providers 
operating an alternative payment system with mixed community feedback.

Conclusion & Future: 
It is clear that current arrangements and budgets reflect a stand still and reactive 
strategy which is focussed upon maintaining the current facilities whilst ensuring 
value for money in terms of service, contractor and supplier procurement. This 
strategy alligns with neighbouring authorities which are challenged with the same 
operational and budgetary contraints. 
The challenge facing local authority toilet provision is to ensure that services adapt to 
the changing needs of the community and adapt provision to incorporate innovative 
and energy efficient technology which will also include partnering arrangements with 
external agencies. Collaborative working in this area will open up additional funding 
opportunities and ultimately reduce operating costs which impact upon the council 
precept. 
FTC facilities have been reviewed in terms of the above and improvement options are 
as detailed below: 
Gyllyngvase Beach – current facility has immense seasonal pressures based upon 
popularity of beach and events. The foul service pipework struggles to cope with 
demand and requires significant maintenance resource. ASB issues affect operational 
opening times and public perception. The unit incorporates 10 flushing cubicles and 
no separate urinal system creating queues in summertime periods. 
Development opportunities relating to this site will be reported further in the 
meeting.(Part 2) 
Grove Place – current facility operates well and has the largest annual footfall of all 
toilets. Introduction of the changing places unit in 2024 has supported inclusivity. 
Water saving technologies have been introduced in partnership with SWW. Facility 
will be subject to ongoing review related to future increased footfall (cruise ships 
etc). 
Kimberley Park – smaller facility which operates satisfactorily. Minor ASB issues but 
now reducing due to occupation of the Re-Source Project complex. 
Webber Street – Reduced access only for events and street traders pending 
redevelopment opportunity with the Municipal Building. Conceptual plans for the 
redevelopment of the building will include increased public accessible provision 
generally in this area. 
Prince of Wales Pier – facility requires remodelling and upgrading. Historical 
defective foul service pipework beneath the pier continues to affect performance. 
Significant ASB, drug and alcohol misuse has necessitated reduced opening. Options 
related to future strategy on hold until CC clarify proposals relating to pier 
improvements. 
Castle Beach – small facility has developed a mechanical defect within the vacuum 
pump system. The unit (1950’s) pumps vertically to the sewer main in road above and 
will require capital investment in 2026/7 (circa £25k) weekly inspection and 
maintenance of the unit ensures current operation. 
Swanpool / Maenporth Beaches – small facilities operating satisfactorily without any 
known future refurbishment obligations. 
Key Service Efficiencies: 

A tender relating to the procurement of consumables was undertaken 
in October which foussed upon alternative product specifications and 
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driving further value through our supply chain. The result has identifed 
a £12k saving on previous years expenditure. 
Continued liaison with our Environmental Officer has identifed the 
introduction of energy saving processes within the toilets (lighting / 
water saving) 
Grant funding opportunities are in progress with SWW in order to 
identify and define water saving technologies on all our building 
assets.

1) Welcome and introductions 

JR welcomed everyone to the meeting and invited “round - the - table” introductions. 

2) Apologies for absence 

Apologies were received from Mark Williams - FTC Town Clerk, C.Cllr Debra Clegg, C.Cllr 
Laurie Magowan, Laura Clerehugh - Gylly Café, Emily Davision - Castle Beach, Esther 
Richmond - CC Community Link Officer, Lois Leonard - Gylly SLSC, Tony Arden - Environment 
Agency. 

3) Confirmation of Chair Secretary 

JR stood down as FBMG Chair at the end of the previous meeting as Town Council elections 
were due to be held the following month. Following her re-election and in accordance with 
the FBMG Terms of Reference (ToR), JR was nominated by FTC to serve a further term as 
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FBMG Chair. This nomination was proposed, seconded and unanimously endorsed by all 
present. 

DY reported that the FBMG ToR contains no procedure for the appointment of Secretary. He 
also confirmed he was willing to continue in the role but invited anyone wishing to take on 
this task to get in touch to arrange for the handing over of files and any necessary 
instruction/guidance. 

4) Minutes of the last meeting (23rd April, 2025) and matters arising. 

The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted and approved as an accurate record of 

the proceedings. Other than the three items listed below, all matters arising had either been 

actioned or included in agenda items for today’s meeting. 

(i) Kiln Sauna has been granted planning permission. As no further issues have been 
reported this item will be removed from future agendas 

(ii) Gylly Café was requested at the last meeting to check if what appeared to be 
organised volleyball on the beach had the necessary permissions. It has now been 
determined that the group using the area bring their own nets and do not charge 
any fees. Anyone wishing to do the same are able to do so. No further action 
necessary unless any future safety or other issues are reported. 

(iii) It was recorded at the last meeting that a summary of the proposal for a 
swimmer’s pontoon off Gyllyngvase Beach would be prepared and circulated. This 
has not been actioned and will await any further progress from the project’s 
initiator, Bruce Hobbs - Falmouth and District Hotels Association. 

5) Updates on beach management, environmental issues, activities, etc. 

The agenda items relating to dogs and fires on beaches covered many of the beach 

related issues; additionally, the following items were noted: 

Emily Davidson sent apologies for not being able to attend the meeting and noted that 

there had been no reported fires on Castle Beach and that the only other issue of concern 

was noticeable sand erosion from the beach. 

BD noted that Gyllyngvase car and coach parks would be closed between October and 
March/April of next year during the construction of a larger, underground storm overflow 
facility which should noticeably reduce sewage spills. 

NW reported that the new swimming safety zone, marked out by buoys in the waters at 
Gyllyungvase, is a welcome and effective initiative. He also commented on the success of 
the recent Falmouth Triathlon. 

Lois Leonard, Chair of Gyllyngvase Surf Life Saving Club was unable to attend the meeting 

but had submitted a report to confirm that Surf Life Saving GB had approved its proposals 
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to operate lifeguard patrols on Castle, Gyllyngvase and Swanpool Beaches. She further 

reported; “We aim to provide volunteer-run patrols on and ad-hoc basis when sea 

conditions pose greater risk to the public and there is no RNLI patrol. For example, on New 

Year’s Day when public enjoy a dip. We are seeking modest funds to buy portable first aid 

kits and welcome suggestions from the group for funding/sponsorship”. 

In response to the above, Esther Richmond - Community Link Officer, had forwarded 

details of a number of potential funding sources and it was also noted that an application 

could be made for a Community Grant via the FTC website. Additionally, local Ward 

Councillors may have modest sums of community funding available. 

6) Blue Flag Award – update 

BD reported that Gylly Beach Café’ was successful in its application to Keep Britain Tidy 

for a Blue Falg award for 2025 and, in accordance with its contractual obligations, will be 

submitting an application for 2026. Some new mapping will be required which SN 

confirmed would be actioned together with other new signage. The application for the 

2026 Blue Flag award will be submitted in December. Action BD 

7) Shoreline Management Plans/Making Space for Sand 

KH had been invited to the meeting to introduce and address the above topic which has 

significant implications for Falmouth’s beaches as the impacts of climate change become 

more evident. KH spoke to a presentation entitled, Falmouth Coastal Change 

Vulnerability; a copy of which will be circulated to all FBMG members. Action KH/DY 

The presentation outlined the different approaches to addressing the effects of coastal 

change at Falmouth’s four principal beaches. The policy applied to Castle and Gyllyngvase 

Beaches is categorized as “Hold the Line” whereas Swanpool and Maenporth Beaches are 

subject to a policy named, “Managed Realignment”. (Fuller details provided in KH’s 

presentation to be circulated after the meeting). 

It was evident from discussions following the presentation that there are serious concerns 

regarding the approach being taken towards the protection/sustainability of local 

businesses, properties, access roads and other infrastructure as the climate change 

scenario unfolds. 

To follow up on the discussions, KH asked for all present to share the presentation with 

their groups/organisations and to send to her any questions which may arise. She will 

then seek answers from the relevant sections within Cornwall Councill. Additionally, 

Jolyon Sharpe, the co-ordinator of the Making Space for Sand (MS4N) initiative will be 

invited to the next FBMG meeting to expand on today’s discussions and respond to the 

questions raised. It is also planned to hold a community engagement event on the subject 

on 14 March 2016 at Princess Pavilion. 
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8) Fires on Beaches (PSPO) 

A campaign to report open fires on Falmouth’s beaches was instigated in early June with 

the objective of collecting evidence to support an application for a Public Space 

Protection Order (PSPO) to help control such harmful activities. To date, reports and 

photographic evidence had been gathered relating to approximately 90 fires on 

Gyllyngvase beach and 25 on Maenporth beach. To help progress the initiative and to 

advise on the relevant procedures, Kevin Brader, Cornwall Council (CC) Head of Public 

Protection, kindly agreed at SN’s request to address the FBMG and joined the meeting via 

TEAMs. 

KB confirmed that CC had the powers to respond to a formal request by FTC to introduce 

a suitable PSPO to ban open fires on Falmouth’s Beaches. However, this would require 

sufficient evidence to show the extent of the problem, the harmful impacts of fires on 

beaches, the area to be covered, proposed enforcement regimes, etc. KB also advised 

that a public consultation process would be required and that CC would not be able to 

cover the legal and admin, costs of producing the PSPO. Although TM queried why CC 

should not cover the costs for the proper care and maintenance of an asset which they 

owned and gained revenue from it was, nevertheless, accepted that CC’s resources would 

not be allocated to a “non-statutory” activity, particularly as there were many other 

beaches and public amenities throughout Cornwall with their own particular resource 

requirements. 

BD highlighted that Gyllyngvase Beach’s Blue flag status could be threatened by the 

environmental and aesthetic damage caused by beach fires and that Gylly Café could find 

it difficult to fulfil its contractual obligations to maintain Blue Flag status if the issue was 

not resolved. SN stated that it was very unlikely that there would be any penalty on Gylly 

Cafe for a situation beyond its control and that, fortunately, the harmful impacts of beach 

fires had never been raised by Keep Britain Tidy, the organisation which manages the 

Blue Flag regime. 

It was agreed to collate and submit to KB the evidence gathered in support of a fires on 

beach PSPO. KB kindly agreed to review this submission and advise on the prospects of CC 

responding positively to a formal request from FTC for a PSPO to be made. If clearance is 

given, FTC/FBMG will then formulate an action plan to prepare its submission. 

DY will liaise with SN regarding the collation and format of the evidence to be presented 

to KB. Action DY/SN 

One final comment on the matter was that the new triangular warning signs placed 

around bollards at the entrance to the beach are believed to have had a meaningful 

impact. SN was thanked for leading on this initiative. 

KB was thanked for his time and informative input to the meeting. 
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9) Dogs on Beaches – PSPO/Signage 

The current PSPO concerning restrictions on dogs on Cornwall's beaches expires in April of 

next year having served its three - year term. It will be replaced by a further three - year 

PSPO, the conditions of which will be determined following review of feedback from a 

consultation which has recently been advised to key stakeholders, including Falmouth 

Town Council (FTC). 

The position adopted by FTC is to support the recommendation of the FBMG which is to 

maintain the current regime until such time as beach ownership may be devolved from CC 

to FTC when FBMG will formulate a policy on the matter. (Note: There is no current time 

frame for devolution of beach assets so if FBMG wished to take pre-emptive responsibility 

for dog control measures it would need to seek its own local PSPO.) 

All agreed that the portable signs warning of dogs not being allowed on the beach have 

proved to be very effective and should be used again next year with a “No Dogs on the 

Beach sign” at the southern end of the beach by the coast path entrance and a “No Dogs 

Beyond This Point” sign at the edge of the sand between café and kiosk. SN will provide 

details to TM of a more robust A-frame type sign which may be more vandal-resilient and 

easier to carry and locate. Action SN 

10) Any other business 

Kerry Holbrook, the new Estuary Officer for the Fal and Helford Special Area of 

Conservation requested that the SAC becomes a member organisation of the FBMG with 

herself as the principal contact and that she gives a brief introduction to her role at a 

future meeting. This was agreed by those present. 

11) Date of next meeting

Town Management Report to Falmouth Town Council 08/12/25 

SAFE & SECURE 

The DISC website, as part of Falmouth Safe and Secure, has seen positive engagement between 
businesses over the last 12 months. 
Over the last 30 days there have been 420 user logins to the website, highlighting that 
members are actively engaging with DISC and accessing the information shared and provided 
regularly. There are currently 146 active members throughout the town. 
Over the last 12 months, there have also been 146 police reports sent directly to the police, 
supporting police and leading to follow-up investigation where necessary. 
Currently, there are a total of 76 known subjects and 105 ID-Sought (individuals linked to an 
incident who are currently not-identified or known) currently logged on the DISC website. 
Overall, there have been 70 intelligence reports logged to help identify individuals and move 
them from ID-sought to the Known Subject category. 

BOLLARD MARKET STREET 

More and more businesses are requesting that the bollard is lowered during the winter months 
and particularly during wet weather days for various businesses within Market Street & Church 
Street. I wanted to highlight this to make Cllrs aware. 

CHURCH STREET CAR PARK 

Cornwall Council is undertaking work in the car park on the seawall during December. It is 
important to note that the car park is still operational, it is just a section at the front where they 
will be working. 

TRAGO MILLS 

This is obviously a real concern and as I have already mentioned publicly it is the staff first and 
foremost we all need to be mindful of as well as the impact to the town. As you will likely know 
it is going through consultation at the moment. 

WATER MAIN EMERGENCY 

You may well be aware that on the day of the lights switch-on that there was a major water 
main that burst in Arwenack Street. This was a coordinated effort to ensure everything went 
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smoothly on the evening for the parades but also getting the road closed quickly for safety and 
then water back on to businesses and residents. 

FALMOUTH BID MANAGER 

Over recent weeks, Falmouth BID liaised extensively with local businesses following the 
publication of new rateable values. The BID alongside Richard formally raised concerns 
with Jayne Kirkham and gathered feedback from shopkeepers, cafés, pubs and landlords across 
the town. 

A consistent picture emerged: many properties experienced sharp increases in rateable value, 
in some cases doubling or more, pushing businesses out of Small Business Rate Relief and into 
full rates for the first time. Several traders reported moving from paying no business rates to 
facing monthly bills of hundreds and in some cases thousands of pounds. Particular concern has 
been raised about Killigrew Street, the Moor and Church Street, alongside strong evidence that 
hospitality and very small independent businesses are being disproportionately affected. 

Falmouth BID also raised the issue publicly in an interview with BBC Radio Cornwall, 
highlighting the potential implications for Falmouth if rising costs prove unsustainable for 
independent traders. The core message communicated was that while government relief 
measures exist, they primarily phase in increases rather than prevent them, meaning many 
businesses still face unaffordable costs. 

A media alert was subsequently issued to local outlets and Business Cornwall, drawing 
attention to the risks to employment, footfall and the character of the town centre if closures 
occur. In parallel, Falmouth BID has encouraged businesses to check and, where appropriate, 
formally challenge their new valuations with the Valuation Office Agency, sharing guidance to 
support a coordinated response where valuations appear inaccurate or unrealistic. 

M&S FOOD 

Great to see there is interest for M&S to possibly return in some form in the future. It is too 
early to pin down any detail on this at the moment, but we will be working hard to get more 
information in due course.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT – PART I 

1. COMPLAINTS 
The Council has dealt with two formal complaints regarding the administration of the cemetery 
under its complaint’s policy. 

2. Civility and Respect Project
 The above cross sector project to improve behaviour standards in first tier local councils continues to 

gain traction. Falmouth Town Council undertook its Civility and Respect Pledge in 2023. 

The Improvement and Development Board recently approved a recommendation that a Councillor 
Statement of Assurance be introduced. Ensuring there is an onus on the Councillor as well as on the 
Council. Again, Falmouth Town Council is ahead of that, and all Falmouth Town Councillors signed 
an assurance as part of their induction to the Council in May 2025. 

3.  Falmouth Information Services
  Cornwall Council have retracted the availability of payment services from Town Council information
  services in Cornwall and Falmouth IS remains as an outlier, as we had requested the retention of 

that availability to pay locally, as it often provides the only contact for some vulnerable residents to
  engage with local government services. Cornwall Council sees libraries and other provision for that 
engagement with payments preferred via Post Office provision. 

On recent review it has been agreed with Cornwall Council that the payment provision via Falmouth 
IS remains and is reviewed annually in regard to assessment of demand and need. 

4. Dogs on Beaches Consultation 
Cornwall Council have sought the view of the Council regarding the review of existing dog bans on 
beaches. Public Space Protection Orders require three-yearly review. The timescale for response is 
now tight as it was omitted for earlier consideration and apologies to the Grounds, Facilities and 
Environmental Action Committee members for that. 

The Town Council have relied on, and endorsed, the recommendations of the Falmouth Beaches 
Management Group for its consultation response and it is recommended that the status quo in 
regard to the current restrictions for Falmouth beaches is maintained. 

There will be a full public consultation on the restrictions later this year for Cornwall Council to 
decide in January 2026.

Pop-Up Sites 

Overview 
Pop-Ups are mobile businesses operating from designated Council-owned locations such 
as beaches, car parks, open spaces, promenades, woods, and harbours. They provide 
short-term concessions on Council assets under simple agreements, typically lasting 1–3 
years. There are currently 23 in operation across Cornwall.
