F7138   PROJECTS 
The Committee noted the following project updates: 

Passmore Edwards - Municipal Buildings 
The Town Clerk updated on current funding applications and the amended design 
consultation with a re-focus on the display of the Town’s Collection following potential 
funder feedback. Councillors had reviewed and fed into that design process. The Cultural 
Services and Leisure Committee would be apprised of that. 

Tranche 4 Devolution – Devo4 
It was unclear regarding the current stance of Cornwall Council, and in regard to 
timeframe, of the proposed transfers. Clarity was requested and several matters were 
progressing outside of Devo4 for expediency that could form Phase 1 of the larger transfer, 
and the Town Clerk would update on those further in his Part II report. 

Policies and Strategies 
The Town Clerk updated on the need to create the Council’s 2027-31 Strategic Plan and it 
was agreed that that would be facilitated for Councillors during 2026. The Town Centre 
Masterplan remained in abeyance pending Devo4 transfers. A number of organisational 
staffing policies had been updated and considered by the Staffing Committee. A draft 
Biodiversity Policy was being further considered by the Grounds, Facilities and 
Environmental Action Committee. 

F7139   TOWN CLERK’S PART I REPORT 
1. Legislative Programme

The Council was disappointed to note that the King’s Speech failed to reference the 
promised legislative changes to enable remote and hybrid meetings of local councils 
and were deeply concerned by the absence of legislation to strengthen the standards 
regime in local government. It supported the sector lobbying in this matter and 
including the better recognition of carers responsibilities for elected members, so that 
those with working and caring responsibilities can better engage with local democracy 
and are better protected, with others, from poor behaviour. 

2. The Terrorism (Protection of Premises) Act 2025 – Martyn’s Law
The Security Industry Authority consultation of Regulatory Guidance was noted as was 
the increased responsibilities of the Council in regard to its buildings and public safety 
and a need to resource those measures in 2027/28 budget setting. The Cultural Services 
and Leisure Committee would further consider the service requirements. 

F7140   2025/26 YEAR END FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND EARMARKED RESERVES 
The Responsible Financial Officer reported 2025/26-year end summary and recommended 
earmarked reserves. As well as 2025-26-year end financial statements. She responded to 
questions thereon, including General Fund Reserves balances which had been impacted by 
lower than projected income and additional staffing costs. • Approve the Accounting Statements at the meeting of the full authority (minuted, signed 
and dated by the Chair on the day of approval); the Annual Governance Statement and 
the Accounting Statements can be considered and approved at the same meeting so long 
as it is clear from the minute references that they were approved in the right order. 

• Publish on a public website the approved, signed, and dated statements, to allow for the 
date of commencement for the exercise of public rights to cover the first 10 working days 
of July. It must publish the: 
o Annual Governance Statement 
o Accounting Statements 
o Declaration that the statement of accounts is un-audited. 
o Notice of commencement of the period for the exercise of public rights. 

• Send the Annual Return and requested supplemental papers to the external auditor for 
Limited Assurance review as soon as approved. 

Following completion of the Limited Assurance review the Council shall;

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NOTES TO THE INCOME & EXPENDITURE ACCOUNT 

The Income & Expenditure Account for 2025/26 presents the total income and expenditure of 
services provided by the Council during the financial year – compared against the actual figures 
for the previous year. 

1. ART, HERITAGE AND CULTURE 

The Council, recognising the importance of cultural provision to the community, continues its 
engagement with partner organisations, supporting local schools, providing free access to 
workshops and activities and acting as custodians for the town’s art collection. Funding from Art 
Council supports the Council, with officer placements supporting the online digital enhancement 
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of public engagement, delivery of digital workshops and the management of social media. Overall 
the year-to-year comparison identifies that costs across the service have been well managed.
